


Initial Setup

* First, remove tape from Plumb Bob and housing.
* Then, drop the Plumb Bob through the large hole in housing in front of the scale.

Use Instructions:
1. Release the safety snaps from latches.
Release Velcro strap.
Open unit to 10-foot length.
Make sure Plumb Bob string is not pinched at the hinge.
Secure unit using the two latches.
Replace the two safety snaps.
Make sure the Plumb Bob is in front of the scale.
Make sure that all 4 magnets are in contact with the steel.

The Accu-Bob is now ready to use!
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To realign the Accu-Bob to zero:
1. Find a steel column that you know is plumbed.
2. Remove the top cap and the top plug from the unit.
3. Put the unit on the steel column.
4. Move the Plumb Bob String Plate back and forth by loosening and tightening the nylock nut
and the jam nut on each side of the plate until the Plumb Bob is on the “0” of the scale.

To Replace the Plumb Bob String:
1. Remove the top cap and the top plug from unit.
2. Remove the nylon lock nut and slide the Plumb Bob String Plate off the bolt.
3. Using string, tie a piece approximately 118 inches long from the bottom of the string plate to
the top of the Plumb Bob.
4. Fold the unit and drop the Plumb Bob into the bottom half at the hinge and drop the plate
into the top half.
5. Open the unit and put the String Plate back on the bolt and replace the nylon nut.
Replace the top cap and plug.
7. We recommend that you realign the unit back to “0”.
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If latches become loose:
» If latches become loose, use a pair of Channel Locks and squeeze the loops tighter.
* There can be some tolerance in the tightness. The latches are there to keep the unit from folding
accidentally.
* The unit is designed so that the magnets will pull the unit parallel to the steel column.

Risk of damaging the hinge
Never leave the Accu-Bob lying around with the unit extended with the latches unlatched. Never leave
or put the unit in the back of a truck folded without the Velcro strap secured around the unit because
you will run the risk of bending the hinge. Remember that the Accu-Bob is a vertical alignment device
and should be treated as a delicate instrument. The only vulnerable part on the Accu-bob is the hinge.
Try not to twist it.
